RhAG yn ymateb i anghenion rhieni di-gymraeg yn ystod y cyfnod clo 

 
O ddydd Llun, Chwefror 1af, 2021, bydd gwefan newydd, Welsh4Parents.cymru, ar 
gael i rieni plant mewn addysg Gymraeg gael mynediad at adnoddau ar lwyfannau 
digidol, gan gynnwys radio a theledu. Nod y wefan yw casglu dolenni a'u rhoi mewn 
un man canolog fel y gall rhieni, gofalwyr ac addysgwyr ddod o hyd i adnoddau yn 
hawdd i helpu a chefnogi dysgu a defnyddio'r Gymraeg gartref. Ychwanegir dolenni 
newydd yn barhaus wrth i adnoddau gael eu canfod. 
 
Mewn ymateb i holiadur ar gyfer rhieni a gofalwyr a gynhaliwyd gan RhAG yn ystod y 
cyfnod clo cyntaf yn 2020, nododd nifer eu bod wedi dod o hyd i wahanol adnoddau 
digidol yn y cartref i’w defnyddio. Creodd llawer o sefydliadau adnoddau digidol 
newydd a phwrpasol a chynnal digwyddiadau rhithwir gan nad oedd digwyddiadau 
wyneb yn wyneb yn bosibl. 
 
Dywedodd rhieni fod yn rhaid treulio amser yn pori a chwilio am wahanol adnoddau 
ac nad oedd bob amser yn hawdd gwybod sut neu ble i ddod o hyd iddynt. 
 
Dywedodd Elin Maher, cydlynydd y prosiect: 
 
“Mae cyfnod hwn wedi bod yn un digynsail i bawb, yn enwedig i rieni a gofalwyr, gyda 
llawer yn gorfod addysgu eu plant eu hunain wrth weithio ar yr un pryd. Mae clywed a 
gweld Cymraeg yn cael ei defnyddio mewn nifer o wahanol gyd-destunau yn bwysig 
wrth ddatblygu sgiliau dwyieithog disgyblion. Mae nifer cynyddol o blant mewn addysg 
Gymraeg yn byw mewn cartrefi lle nad yw'r Gymraeg yn cael ei siarad. Roedd yn 
amlwg bod llawer iawn o waith wedi'i wneud gan lawer o wahanol sefydliadau i greu 
adnoddau digidol a chynnal digwyddiadau rhithwir i gefnogi'r rhieni hynny a'u 
teuluoedd. Roedd RhAG eisiau dod â'r adnoddau hyn i un lle cyfleus.”

**PRESS RELEASE** 

RhAG responds to the needs of non-Welsh speaking parents during lockdown 
 

From Monday, February 1st, 2021, a new website, Welsh4Parents.cymru, will be 
available for parents of children in Welsh-medium education to access resources on 
digital platforms, including radio and television. The website aims to gather links and 
place them in one central place so that parents, carers and educators can easily find 
resources to help and support the learning and using of Welsh at home. New links will 
be added continuously as resources are identified. 
 
Following a questionnaire for parents and carers conducted by RhAG (Parents for 
Welsh Medium Education) during the first lockdown in 2020, many respondents 
indicated that they had sourced and used different digital resources in the home. Many 
organizations created new and bespoke digital resources and ran virtual events as 
face to face events were not possible. 
 
Parents reported that time had to be spent browsing and searching for different 
resources and it was not always easy to know how or where to find them. 
 
Elin Maher, the project co-ordinator, said: 
 
“This has been an unprecedented time for everyone, especially for parents and carers, 
with many having to educate their own children while working at the same time. 
Hearing and seeing Welsh being used in a number of different contexts is important in 
developing pupils' bilingual skills. An increasing number of children in Welsh-medium 
education live in homes where Welsh is not spoken. It was clear that a great deal of 
work had been done by many different organizations to create digital resources and 
hold virtual events to support those parents and their families. RhAG wanted to bring 
these resources to one convenient place. 
 
Parents can email help@welsh4parents.cymru with questions, suggestions or for 
support. We hope that the website will be a directory of interesting and varied 
resources that will support pupils and parents in this period and in the future with the 
use of Welsh in their homes and communities.”  
 
“We want to thank the Welsh Government for their support to enable us to respond in 
this way.”
