Swimming pool 
redevelopment work begins 
Work on redeveloping the swimming 
pool at Merthyr Tydfl Leisure 
Centre is set to begin in December, 
with completion expected by next 
autumn. 
The nearby skate park will be included 
in a refurbishment project costing 
around £5.3m in total. Designs for 
the skate park will be consulted on 
this winter, with work on relocating it 
closer to the centre due to commence 
next spring with completion in 
summer 2023. 
The Council secured £4,652,621 from 
Welsh Government’s Transforming 
Towns programme, with an interest-
free loan of £788,697 from Salix 
Finance and £707,572 from the 
Council. 
We are now also working with Merthyr 
Tydfl Leisure Trust and leading UK 
leisure development experts Alliance 
Leisure Services on implementing a 
full decarbonisation programme for 
the centre based on potential energy 

savings, and refurbishment of its 
changing rooms. 
“Welsh Government has an ambition 
for the public sector to be carbon 
neutral by 2030 in response to 
climate change,” said Leader Cllr 
Geraint Thomas. “We’ll be supporting 
this ambition by carrying out a 
number of initiatives that reduce the 
carbon emissions of our operations 
and impacts on climate change.

Off to a flying ‘art’ — Aimie’s gallery 
draws the punters 

A local portrait artist who opened 
the frst independent/private studio 
and art gallery in Merthyr Tydfl has 
been bowled over by the response. 

Aimie Sutton is fully booked until 
February 2023 after launching ‘The 
Art of Aimie’ in the summer, bringing 
a new burst of colour and culture to 
the town centre. 

It all began after a running injury, 
which kept Aimie off work for two 
weeks in 2017. Unable to leave the 
house, she delved back into her 
childhood love of art and drew pencil 
sketches to pass the time, later posting 
them online for the enjoyment of 
friends and family. 

Aimie soon began to take pencil, 
acrylic and oil painting commissions 
from a dedicated Facebook page, 
which quickly attracted followers 
from across Merthyr Tydfl, the wider 
Valleys and beyond. 

As word spread, her order book 
grew, and eventually, the mother-of-
three was able to become a full-time 

artist — requiring a permanent space 
for art production and display, now 
positioned on Glebeland Street. 

The venture was made possible 
by support from the Council’s 
‘Meanwhile’ scheme, which supports 
new enterprises to open in vacant 
town centre properties. 

The Art of Aimie received 
funding from Welsh Government’s 
Transforming Towns Business 
Fund, while Tydfl Training provided 
Community Renewal Fund (CRF) 

funding and Merthyr Tydfl Enterprise 
Centre (MTEC) gave business support. 

Aimie said: “It’s been brilliant to 
discover how much of an artistic 
community there is in Merthyr Tydfil 
— I’ve met so many people who 
have popped in to discuss their love 
of art and share their work with me.

Taf Bargoed Catchment restoration progressing 

Exciting times 
for town 
centre begin 

Merthyr Tydfil’s Town Centre 
Masterplan has got off to a flying 
start, with a number of major 
components set to reach fruition in 
the next few years. 

Redevelopment of the railway 
station/lower High Street and the 
old bus station site at Glebeland are 
two of the key projects set to take 
the centre to the next level in its 
transformation. 

In the meantime, the 
refurbishment of two prominent 
once-derelict historic buildings is 
complete in one case, and nearing 
completion in the other: the former 
H Samuel jeweller’s is now the Casa 
Bianca Italian restaurant, and the 
old Howfield’s Bakery will open as 
a boutique hotel, flats and a bistro/ 
bar in spring 2023. 

There will be a continued revival 
of the traditional townscape, with 
specific focus on prominent Listed 
Buildings of social, historic and/or 
architectural merit - for example, the 
Synagogue, which is now owned by 
the Foundation for Jewish Heritage 
who are aiming to transform it into 
a Museum for Jewish Heritage. 

And at the northern end of High 
Street, the Pontmorlais Townscape 
Heritage Programme will see 
the continued renovation and 
façade enhancement of important 
buildings, and the redevelopment of 
Pontmorlais Park. 

Long-term projects to be 
completed over the 15-year lifespan 
of the Masterplan are: the General 
Hospital, on which the Council 
is collaborating with the private 
developer to consider options for 
the site; Theatre Royal, for which 
funding has been secured from 
Welsh Government for a feasibility 
study and options appraisal; the 
YMCA, where capital works are 
currently ongoing; and the former 
St Tydfil’s Hospital Site, where it is 
proposed to create 70 new homes. 

Council Leader and Cabinet 
Member for Regeneration Cllr 
Geraint Thomas said: “The 
impressive award-winning new 
bus interchange has kick-started 
the transformation of our town 
centre, and - with the help of 
residents, businesses, shoppers, 
and the wider community - we can 
shape further development. 

“By 2035, Merthyr Tydfil will have 
bucked the national trend of high 
street decline and transformed into 
a thriving town centre.  The work 
has begun in earnest.” 

Seven years of 
start-up success in 
MTEC 

2022 has marked the seventh 
anniversary of Merthyr Tydfil 
Enterprise Centre (MTEC) — a 
collaborative project between 
the Council and Tydfil Training, 
designed to support the needs of 
start-ups and existing businesses 
in the county borough. 

Born from the need to create a 
business hub in the town centre, 
MTEC provides a fresh approach 
to business support in Merthyr 
Tydfil — physically providing the 
facility for test trade, incubation 
and growth facilities as well as 
mainstream support. This is 
all aided by a dedicated on-site 
support team. 

This year, MTEC has seen a 
huge 36% increase in the number 
of business support registrations 
received compared with 2021. 
In turn, this has resulted in a 
20% rise in the number of actual 
businesses started — with 2022 
on track to be MTEC’s best year 
on record. 

Over the years, MTEC has aided 
more than 200 successful start-
ups from a multitude of sectors — 
including retail, manufacturing 
and hospitality, thereby helping 
to change the face of Merthyr 
Tydfil town centre. 

The Council’s Economic 
Development team has supported 
the successful seven-year delivery 
of MTEC as a pivotal partner, 
offering additional services such 
as the Meanwhile Programme, 
which creates opportunities for 
business owners to set up in 
vacant town centre properties. 

Tydfil Training CEO Paul 
Gray said: “Over the years, 
MTEC has worked to encourage 
enterprise, entrepreneurship 
and employment in Merthyr 
Tydfil – becoming a central 
point of contact for new and 
existing businesses. All aided by 
a dedicated onsite support team, 
MTEC ensures that business 
owners can access the right 
support at the right time from the 
right partner. 

Adam Smith, owner of Niche 
Website Development, said: 
“With thanks to support from 
MTEC and the Council, I was 
able to open my business in 
March 2019. Since then, MTEC 
has continued to be a fantastic 
resource – ensuring that I not 
only opened my business, but 
that it stayed open, for good. The 
team are dedicated to helping 
businesses of all kinds and I can’t 
thank them enough.” 

Leader Cllr Geraint Thomas 
said: “The pandemic was a 
tricky time for local businesses 
in Merthyr Tydfil, Wales and 
beyond – so I’m heartened to 
hear about MTEC’s significant 
rise in business registrations 
and start-ups for 2022.”

The major element of a project to 
improve the waterways of the Taf 
Bargoed - the water fows of the 
lake at Parc Taf Bargoed - has been 
completed on time. 

The lake has been made deeper in 
several places, particularly the canoe

“That we met the deadline was due 
in the most part to the participation 
of the stakeholders, local canoe and 
angling clubs, Council ward members 
and officers,” said Project Manager 
Rachel Morton. 

“We encountered some unexpected 

barriers to completion, but everyone 
worked together to maximise 
the outcomes,” she added. “The 
contractor Salix will be back in the 
spring to plant up this island area -
with protection against the geese! 

“For now, protective fencing with 
safety signage has been put in to 
stop people and dogs from accessing 

the bund. It may look solid but 
underneath the surface, it will be like 
quicksand for some years to come. 

“We are still working upstream to get 
some fencing and erosion protection 
put in and a tyre dump removed from 
the very top of the river. The project is 
due to finish in the next few months.”
